FLE-AMU FRENCH CLASSES OPEN TO EXCHANGE STUDENTS
30 hours of French courses, spread over 10 weeks (one semester) and
subject to availability. 
Depending on the host faculty, students may qualify for 3 or 6 ECTS. To do
so, students are required to include "FLE-AMU" courses in their Learning
Agreement and to follow 9 additional hours of online self learning.

Non EU-students have to register online to the free of charge  French health plan
after arrival in France.
They also have to suscribe to a housing insurance and a personal liability insurance.
Students should check their housing insurance contract, sometimes the liability
insurance is already included.
